What to Bring

Enrollment Forms & Health Records

Prior to care, we are required to obtain additional information about your family. Many of the forms are
available on our Back-up Care portal: backup.brighthorizons.com/account/login, and will need to be
submitted along with your child’s health and immunization records.

Meals & Snacks

Children in our care are provided a morning and afternoon snack consisting of a fruit, vegetable, protein
or carbohydrate. Lunch items should be brought in from home, ready to serve, and stored in a bag with
ice packs, as needed. Please note when packing your child’s lunch that our center is nut-safe. In our
infant classroom there is a fridge available for bottles; all bottles are to be prepared at home and will be
warmed using a water bath method. Lunches brought into the center can be refrigerated, if necessary;
however, we are not able to heat lunches in a microwave.
